RESOLUTION:BUDGET AMENDMENTS – FY 2012
During each fiscal year the City staff identifies certain budget amendments that are necessary to ensure compliance with P.A. 621.  This Act requires that municipalities shall not incur expenditures in excess of the amount appropriated.  During the course of the fiscal year, several changes to the City’s annual budget will typically occur.  Some due to increases in revenue beyond that anticipated and others being unexpected increases in expenditures.  The listing of proposed budget amendments does not involve an expenditure that will cause the adopted 2012 Budget to be out of balance.  

Council Member Lowe moved to adopt the resolution amending the Fiscal Year 2012 Budget.  The motion was supported by Council Member Buikema and carried.

RESOLUTION:RECEIVING BOARD FOR ELECTIONS

The resolution will establish a Receiving Board for elections that are held in the City of Roosevelt Park.  The Receiving Board will be responsible for the duties set forth in the Michigan Election Law (Act 116 of 1954).

AUTHORIZATION: CONSUMERS ENERGY TREE GRANT – BID AWARD

City Council accepted a grant from Consumers Energy in the amount of $1,200 for the planting of 12 trees on public property.  This is a reimbursement grant in that the work is to be completed and verified by Consumers Energy prior to any payment to the City.  Quotes were obtained from three area landscape companies for the purchase and planting of 12 trees and Mellema Nursery of Fremont provided the lowest cost proposal of $1,308 which includes 12 trees and the labor to plant them.  

1.  Mellema Nursery         $1,308

2.  Montague Tree Farm   $1,350

3.  Ole Henry                    $1,776

Council Member Grevious moved to authorize Mellema Nursery to provide 12 trees and the labor to plant them at a total cost of $1,308.  The motion was supported by Council Member Hasper and carried.
