RMS WASTE DISPOSAL & RECYCLING CONTRACT
The contract with RMS Disposal expires at the end of this year.  There is a provision to allow for either a one or two year extension with a 3% increase per year.  RMS is willing to extend the contract beyond two years and mentioned a ten year extension as an option.
Council discussed negotiating a lower increase per year with an extension of at least two years.  City Manager Chandler stated he would propose an extension with a small increase and report back to Council.

MTT CHARGEBACKS

Council Member Buikema stated the day needs to be promoted more.
TREE GRANT
Some of the trees on the Broadway Streetscape are growing too large and the roots are starting to lift the grates and sidewalks.  City Manager Chandler stated staff would look into the trees that need replacing and find proper trees that would fit better in those areas.
